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Introduction

The page proofs of Volume 4 of Genera Orchidacearum arrived on our desks in June.  It is a monumental volume, with about 700 pages of text plus colour photographs, and with contributions from 39 authors.  It includes several horticulturally important genera, not least in the Laeliinae and Pleurothallidinae.  In precursor papers some of the nomenclatural changes have already been published.  The anticipated discussion about generic delimitation and the knock-on effect it will have on hybrid generic nomenclature has already been kicked off by Alec Pridgeon in the pages of the American Orchid Society’s Orchids, the Orchid Review, and several other orchid journals.  We expect publication of Volume 4 by Oxford University Press by the end of the year if all goes to plan.  We can now turn our attention to Volume 5, which includes the Oncidiinae, Cymbidiinae, Maxillariinae, Zygopetalinae, and Stanhopeinae amongst others.  The series will conclude with Volume 6 including an update of the classification based primarily on morphology and DNA sequences.


The 18th World Orchid Conference was successfully held in Dijon, France, in March and was well attended by scientists from around the world.  It was particularly pleasing to see so many postgraduate and doctoral students in attendance, many presenting posters of their work.  The discussions on subjects as diverse as phylogeny, population biology, and conservation were stimulating and well attended.  We look forward to the 19th World Orchid Conference in 2008 in Miami.  For those with busy calendars, reserve 2011 for the 20th World Orchid Conference in Singapore.


The International Botanical Congress will be held in Vienna in August this year.  Although there is not a dedicated orchid session, there are several orchid presentations.  The other major event is the quinquennial review of the International Code of Botanical Nomenclature.  The updated Code usually appears a couple of years after the meeting.  I hope that it will not produce any surprises!


A forthcoming meeting to excite those interested in tropical American orchids will be held in Gualaceo, Ecuador, this November.  Guest speakers include most of the active specialists on tropical American orchids, including the editors of this newsletter. Registration details are available from the Ecuagenera website at http://www.ecuagenera.com/.


The Linnean Society in London celebrates the 300th anniversary of the birth of Linnaeus in 2007.  As part of the celebrations, a meeting is planned on orchid phylogeny, classification, and conservation for October or November of that year.  The chair of the organising committee is Mike Fay (m.fay@rbgkew.org.uk), and further information can be gathered from him.


The World Checklist of Orchids is now widely used by scientists, horticulturists, and hobbyists.  However, Rafael Govaerts, who is compiling and updating it, is well aware that there are still many areas where expertise is needed to make decisions on which species are to be accepted. Blue Plaque for John Lindley’s Home

Four years ago the Royal Botanic Gardens, Kew, proposed a Blue Plaque for Bedford House in Chiswick (west London) to honor the “Father of Modern Orchidology”, John Lindley.  Following scrupulous investigations into the worthiness of the proposal, the building, and the honoree as well as securing permissions from all current residents in the 13 flats into which the house was converted, RBG Kew finally received formal notification from English Heritage in January 2005 that all was approved and ready for the unveiling.

More than 30 individuals from Kew, the Royal Horticultural Society, the Natural History Museum, local newspapers and historical societies, and current residents of Bedford House convened at noon on 17 May 2005 to witness a testament to the accomplishments of John Lindley, who lived in the house from 1836 until his death.  It was from Bedford House, built in 1793, that he rode by horseback to lecture at University College and the Chelsea Physic Garden.  It was here that some of the leading monographs and periodicals of the day were produced in collaboration with illustrators such as Miss Sarah Drake: the Botanical Register, Gardeners’ Chronicle, Genera and Species of Orchidaceous Plants, Folia Orchidacea, The Vegetable Kingdom.  Lindley also served as Vice Secretary and Honorary Secretary of the RHS, so it is fitting that his books and pamphlets are the foundation of the RHS Lindley Library.  His type specimens of orchids are now housed at the Royal Botanic Gardens, Kew, and his specimens of other plants families are at Cambridge University.

Lindley married Sarah Freestone in 1823, and together they raised three children in Bedford House – Sarah, Nathaniel, and Barbara – all of whom lived into their nineties.  Sarah married Henry Crease, later a barrister and Attorney General in British Columbia.  Nathaniel became a distinguished lawyer and was knighted in 1875.  Barbara married a clergyman, Edward Thompson.  We were honored to have Ophelia Lindley, the great, great, great grandaughter of John Lindley (through Nathaniel) pull the crimson curtain to unveil the plaque.

An article on Lindley’s Blue Plaque will appear in Orchids magazine of the American Orchid Society in September of this year.

Book Reviews

Nair, H. and Arditti, J.  2005.  Proceedings of the 17th World Orchid Conference.  Pp. 428, many colour and black and white photographs; some black and white line drawings.  ISBN 983-812-099-5.  Natural History Publications, Kota Kinabalu, Sabah.

The Proceedings of the 17th World Orchid Conference held in Shah Alaam, Malaysia, in 2002 appeared just prior to the start of the 18th World Orchid Conference in Dijon.  It is a fine production, well set out, with copious colour and black-and-white illustrations.


Introductory pages covering social events and judging are well illustrated and provide some detail on the production of the commemorative stamps issued to coincide with the conference and show.  The award and trophy winners are listed, and some of the fine plants on show and exhibits are illustrated. 

The main text comprises the lectures.  Fifty papers are arranged under seven headings: keynote addresses, regional accounts, population biology and conservation aspects, horticulture, in vitro propagation and vase life, and biotechnology.  In other words, there is something for everyone here.  The diversity of approaches at the conference is ably demonstrated by papers included: bioengineering in orchids by K Harikrishna et al.; orchid classification by Ken Cameron; the phylogeny of Dendrobium by Pheruvit Wonsawad et al.; a number papers on orchids and ecotourism; access into forest canopies by Meg Lowman; fragmentation of tropical rainforests by David Roberts and Chris Wilcock; orchids growing in Turkey; and orchid chromosomes and their behaviour in vitro by S. P. Vij.

It is a shame that a number of lecturers who made excellent presentations failed to submit manuscripts for the Proceedings.  Abstracts of their talks are provided to whet the appetite.  A list of registrants completes the volume.

The quality of the production is high, particularly the quality of the production, paper and colour photographs.  The editors, organisers, and participants should be well pleased with the result.

Misra, S.  2004.  Orchids of Orissa. Bishen Singh Mahendra Pal Singh, Dehra Dun, India.  Pp. 774, 58 colour photographs, many black-and-white line drawings, 1 coloured map.  ISBN 81-211-0389-4. 

The Indian state of Orissa lies to the south-east of Bengal and to the east of Andhra Pradesh, an area of 155,707 km2 that encompasses habitats as varied as mangrove, tropical moist and dry forests, and broad-leaved hill forest.  Tigers still roam in hinterland, adding a frisson of fear for the intrepid orchid hunter.  The orchid flora is not rich by tropical standards but still numbers 130 species in 48 genera, many of the species being showy and of horticultural merit.


The introductory six chapters cover geography, geology and soils, climate and vegetation types, orchid distribution and ecology, the history of orchid exploration, life-form and morphology, phenology, and the status and conservation of orchids in the state.  The main text concentrates on the systematics of the Orissan orchids.  A key to the genera is provided.  The genera are arranged systematically.  Detailed descriptions and keys to the species are provided.  Each species is illustrated by a detailed black-and-white drawing and often a colour photograph of the flower.  The species account covers nomenclature, bibliography, typification, description, flowering time, ecology, distribution in Orissa, and general distribution.  The account demonstrates a first-hand knowledge of the orchid flora, many original details being added by the author.  Five orchids are listed as endangered, three possibly extinct in the state, nine vulnerable, and a further 41 listed as rare.  In total, an alarming 45% of the orchid flora is under some degree of threat. 


The taxonomy is up-to-date, although I would prefer to see the segregate genera Mastigion and Cirrhopetalum put back into Bulbophyllum.  This is a well-produced book, the first detailed account of what has been a rather poorly understood flora until now.

Rougenant, A., Raynal-Roques, A. and Sell, Y.  2005.  Un amour d’Orchidée. Le Mariage de la fleur et de l’insecte.  Pp. 480, 393 illustrations, mostly colour photographs and drawings.  ISBN 2-7011-4012-9. Belin, Paris, France (www.editions-belin.com).  Price: Euro 46.50.

The publication of this magnificently illustrated book was timed to coincide with the opening of the 18th World Orchid Conference in Dijon, France.  It seeks to introduce to a wider public the charms, life histories, and complex adaptations of orchids, particularly concentrating on their floral morphology and pollination biology.  In this, it succeeds wonderfully well, not only because of its fine illustrations but also from the somewhat poetic language adopted by the authors as evidenced by their romantic title to the book.  However, the botanical, entomological, and horticultural credentials of the authors ensure that it is also a reliable and detailed account.


The chapters cover the history of orchid collection and cultivation (orchidomania), their uses, their classification, morphology and biology, and in detail their pollination and pollinators.  The work concludes with a detailed bibliography and index to Latin names.


Of course, the story of orchids has been told many times, but seldom as charmingly (in French).  However, the effect of the language is greatly enhanced by the quality of the watercolour drawings, mainly by Aline Raynal and by the colour photographs of Albert Rougenant.


Both the authors and the publisher are to be congratulated on the production of a beautiful book and one that is well work the reading in French.  I hope that an English translation is forthcoming to take it to a wider audience.

Peter Thompson’s small paperback Orchids From Seed was published in 1977 and has since been reprinted many times.  It introduced many to the pleasures of growing orchids from seed in the laboratory or in the kitchen, using simple equipment and easy-to-understand methods.  Techniques and materials, however, have moved on, and this timely publication by two experienced orchid specialists neatly fills the gap now that Thompson’s book is out-of-print.  

It is written for the amateur and the professional without access to sophisticated laboratory equipment and chemicals.  Seaton and Ramsay’s Growing Orchids From Seed is a straightforward, well-written and exceptionally well-illustrated guide to turn even the least experienced into an expert!  Careful guidelines are given for buying and making equipment, pollinating orchid flowers, harvesting and storing seed, successful germination, transplanting seedlings, and growing them on to healthy plants. 

The thoughtful design allows the reader to open the book flat on the bench.  The book measures 193 ( 240 mm and has a water-resistant cover, ideal for laboratory or kitchen use.  It will surely soon replace Thomson’s well-used booklet in our affections, and it is a bargain at under £10.
