Reviewing applications

When reviewing applications the Trustees will assess against the following three criteria:
Communication
a) This should clearly describe the proposed activity using clear and concise language throughout and include a summary of the proposal (maximum of 200 words). This summary should be clearly understandable for a non-specialist audience and, if awarded a grant, will be shown on the Bentham-Moxon Trust website.
b) It should clearly explain how the proposed outcomes will be communicated e.g. publications planned, talks given, blogs or newsletter articles written.
Content
a) This should provide full details of the purpose of the project/activity using clear and concise language throughout.
b) The proposal should demonstrate a clear contribution to the delivery of Kew's Science Strategy and/or Corporate Plan.

c) It should provide any technical detail needed to explain the proposal
Impact and Benefits
This section should demonstrate the impact and benefits of the proposal. The following list is not exhaustive but provides examples of the types of information required:

· Enhances our knowledge of plants and fungi

· Planned publications and dissemination of outcomes
· Has training outputs e.g. a training course or training for individuals (not core training that is required for Kew staff)

· Builds up good long-term relationships between Kew and other botanical/fungal organisations and conservation groups
· Is this a scoping activity that might lead to a bigger project?
· Projects that demonstrate innovation

· Projects that demonstrate benefits to society
